Peoples Church Campus Ministry has safely 
returned from a fantastic spring break mission 
trip to the district of Villa El Salvador near Lima, 
Peru! 

We would like to thank the 
congregation for your support 
and prayers, and the Pallomino 
family for hosting our group!

 What we discovered in Villa 
El Salvador was a community 
of people who, as student Katie Lindauer noted, 
give from little so that all might have some. 

There was a generosity of spirit in the district 
that was noticeable; an air of friendliness and 
sharing. We were also taken by the warm wel-
come we received from the abuelos (grandpar-
ents) at Los Martincitos! Hugs and warm smiles 
greeted us each morning, even on Monday 
when they did not yet know us. 

The work we did in Villa El Salvador was im-
portant. We helped the sta"  of Los Martincitos 
with trips to the market and food preparation 
and serving; we did home visits to check in on 
the abuelos who had not been to Martincitos 
for a while, and thanks to the generosity of our 
Community Engagement ministry, put a new 
roof on the home of an elderly couple. 

But, as student Jenna Whitney re# ected, 
some the most transformational moments oc-
curred when we least expected, like when we 
visited a community theater to see some of the 
abuelos perform in a play on women's rights, or 
participated in a rally for a peaceful and safer Vil-
la El Salvador. 

Student Nick Raterman was struck by how 
much our group relied on trust throughout the 
week. As the innaugral ªPeru Missionº group, we 
faced many unknowns. 

By placing our trust in God and each other, 
and allowing Villa El Salvador to reveal itself to 
us in surprising ways, we were honored by the 
beauty and harmony of a community to which 
we cannot wait to return.

CAMPUS MISSION FINDS 
GENEROUS SPIRIT IN PERU



It was the second morning that we 
were in Peru. We walked through the 
dusty streets of Villa El Salvador pass-
ing homes that we could barely call 
shacks and houses that were beau-
tifully kept with blooming ! owers. 
Dogs barked at us and children ran 
past us to get to school. 

As we rounded the corner to Los 
Martincitos, we were greeted by the 
wonderful abuelos (grandparents), 
with heartfelt smiles and youthful en-
ergy. They gave each member of our 
group hugs with kisses on our cheeks. 
The joy that welcomed us that day 
was infectious and overpowering. 
Even though we were 3,800 miles 
from East Lansing, the sta"  and the 
abuelos made us feel right at home. 

We have been talking a lot over the 
last year about creating partnerships 
for mission in our community, in the 
United States and around the world. I 
am especially excited about the part-
nership that is being formed between 
us and Los Martincitos and Villa El Sal-
vador in Peru. 

Los Martincitos cares for the abue-
los, of Villa El Salvador three days a 
week. To be quali# ed for this program, 

a person must be 
at least 65 years old 
without family sup-
port and live on less 
than a dollar a day. 

In Peru, the el-
derly are often over-
looked and do not have the social 
programs that help our seniors here 
in the states. 

Each day the abuelos are given two 
meals, breakfast and lunch, and op-
portunities for social interaction. They 
have access to nurses, medications, 
physical therapists, social workers and 
many other resources to help improve 
their quality of life. 

During the trip a student asked me 
what it means for The Peoples Church 
to partner with Los Martincitos?º 

I answered, ªIt is about building re-
lationships. Too often in mission work, 
we go to one place one year and an-
other place another year. We do some 
good work but don't really get to 
know the people or the real problems 
that they face day to day. To partner 
with Los Martincitos would mean that 
we would promise to send a couple 
of groups a year, to get to know them 

and their community and to # nd 
ways that we can help and support 
the wonderful programs they already 
have in place. 

ªIt is about coming back next year 
and seeing the same smiling faces 
that kissed us on day one and know-
ing their names. It is also about being 
able to tell their story that will be-
come our story to people so they also 
will support this wonderful place. And 
it will be about # nding creative ways 
of supporting them spiritually, physi-
cally and # nancially.º

Los Martincitos is already doing 
great work in Villa El Salvador and I 
believe The Peoples Church has a lot 
to o" er them and they us. 

We read in James 1:27, ªReligion 
that God our Father accepts as pure 
and faultless is this: to look after$ or-
phans and widows$ in their distress 
and to keep oneself from being pol-
luted by the world.º 

I am excited that Peoples Church 
Campus Ministry will be headed back  
to Villa El Salvador next year, and that 
I'm leading an adult group of mission-
aries there next January.
